23/10/2025 – Licensing & Regulatory Committee: Discussed the results of a consultation on improving the safeguarding passengers in taxis. This included a very serious discussion as to what was appropriate to include in a fit and proper person test when considering taxi driver licenses. Alos discussed funding opportunities for taxi drivers to install charging infrastructure in their homes to encourage greener taxi travel.
