I have also answered a number of queries regarding the new food caddy collection scheme. Number of which were due to the fact that residents had not followed the instructions delivered to them.
I have contacted Councillor Hodges again regarding the flooded underpass at Mallory Road. He has in turn sent the photos I took to officers at SCC. 
I have an ongoing case in my ward involving a complaint from residents regarding nuisance caused by a barking dog. Environmental health officers are taking appropriate measures to rectify the problems caused.
I have replenished the Queens Jubilee planters at the entrance to Perton with summer bedding.
