A meeting was held at County today to confirm what their proposal for devolution will be.  It is felt that the Government already know what they want to do. And will find out next year.
A number of emails had been received regarding the removal of flags from the war memorial.  It was explained that nothing is allowed to be attached to the railings.  The installation of a flagpole is on the agenda for discussion.
A meeting with the Transport Officer is being arranged to discuss the school transport. 
Entrance to Bradshaws estate will look at getting the drains unblocked.  
Weeds on A41 – Highways will be asked what they can do about clearing them. SSDC wont remove the weeds as the footpath is in a very poor state and won’t take the liability. 
Community fund is still open.  Some ideas include a study group for teenagers/GCSE over the summer months.  There has been a STEM group pre pandemic which was fairly successful.  The District Council are looking at some youth consultation which could be incorporated. Applications close at the end of November.
Additional comments from Councillors 
A41 – flooding  - Codsall Parish Council informed.  There is a culvert under the road that leads into the adjacent field. 
A41 wall was put into the asset of value with the District Council. 
Paintings on the zebra crossings.  These could cause distractions especially in the dark.  This will be reported to Highways.
