County Councillors report July 2025
Cllr James Hodges, member for Perton & Pattingham 
I’d like to thank Cllr Heseltine and Cllr Davis for their giving me a walking tour of Perton on the 4th July, it was really appreciated. I’d also like to comment on the great work the litter picking association is doing to keep Perton clean and tidy, I enjoyed seeing the work they do when I came up to help last Saturday. 
Apologies for not being able to attend the Speedwatch on Saturday. 
I can confirm that my personal highways budget is £7000. 
I have had an opportunity now to meet with the highways team at the South Staffordshire and Cannock depot in Gailey. I notified them of the concerns that have been raised to me over since my election in early May, on their comments for each issue are as follows: 
· The condition of Severn Drive. I brought up the condition of Severn Drive, especially around the library. They advised me that they are looking into resurfacing the road with a standard surface instead of the current anti-skid surface currently in place. However, the current state of the road does not meet intervention levels about safety. I will continue to lobby for the roads resurfacing as I meet with them throughout my term. 
· Zebra crossing on Wrottesley Park Road. Due to the road having a 40mph limit they advised me that a zebra crossing would not be compatible with the road’s nature. A pelican crossing, costing around £120,000, should have been paid for by the developers of Wrottesley Park Village but this was not accommodated for in the original plan. Therefore, I doubt a zebra crossing will be installed, as the road is unlikely to be reduced to 30mph, a sentiment I agree with owing to the roads relatively rural nature and lack of frontage. Furthermore, the highways management team do not deem this road to be suitable for a reduced speed limit, and they have carried out site visits to confirm this in recent years.  S106 could be pressed for safer crossings. 
· Marking directions on Roundabouts. This was brought up, they confirmed they would consider this with the possibility of a site visit in the future. 
Other issues raised
A41 extending the slip road, they believe pedestrian safety is mor important than the traffic.  The engineers will look at.  I will follow it up.
No left turn into Wolverhampton at Jenny Walkers Lane – I’m not going to promise this. The political situation with the council was explained. Wolverhampton justification was also explained.  It is probably not worth any more time on this especially as this would have to be self-managed. 
Flooding – James needs to speak to Councillor Mrs P Allen.
School transport – James has been given the contact of the relevant officer the County Council member for Codsall.  He will speak to Councillor Mrs V Chapman, Elected member at County and the High School. 
James will come to some on the local clubs.
Holyhead to A41 surface dressing has been done. 
Mercia Drive – Footpath.  James to speak to Highways on this matter to see if there is any progress on the engineer list. 
Severn Drive – not necessarily anti skid requested,  Would be happy for any surface.
Chicane and St Andrews Drive – condition of road – James will email highways.
