1. I'm pleased to see the wooden bridge across the River Penk has been fixed. 
1. Cllr Caine to submit the funding request for 'cuppa club'. I've sent him the link, once it's been applied for it will go through the process at SCC. 
1. Flooding on the A41. I've spoken to highways. They told me the gulleys in the area have been cleaned recently. Unless water is present for longer than 2 hours there is unlikely to be a fault in the system. Capital spending would need to be looked into to improve capacity, this is a matter for SCC rather than DHP so would take some time, but I will look into it as a long term project. 
1. I'm delighted to say that Reform abolished the 'climate emergency' clause in the council’s constitution at our last full council on the 9th October, this will allow SCC to focus down on the areas that really matter. 
1. Community funding for the bulbs has been approved, looking forward to seeing them planted. 
1. Routine spraying to clear weeds took place in the week commencing the 8th September. 
1. Repainting of the white lines of Perton's roundabouts will be raised at next DHP meeting in November. 
1. Blocked drain at the end of Dunster Grove has been approved and work will be done, timeline unclear as of yet.
1. A41 pavement, meeting arranged, will update in November. 
1. The Tree on Dippons lane being cut down was not made aware to me at the time. I'm aware it's on county land. 
1. I've requested information on the condition of the trees around the Parkway following the collapse of one by Shakleton Drive during the poor weather a couple of weeks ago. 
1. Gulley by the entrance to the Bradshaws estate, highways said it's not a priority as it isn't blocked, 180,000 Gulleys in Staffordshire so 1 can't be prioritised. 
1. The 2 County-level issues on the agenda. Could you update me ASAP what you discussed regarding them, and I'll speak to the relevant people. 

The following issues are more general and for information. 
1. I have requested a Wreath to be laid on behalf of the County Council at the Perton remembrance service. 
1. When is the Christmas light switch on? 
1. I can confirm my attendance at the next meeting on Monday the 10th November.
