November/December 2025 Report to Perton Parish Council
1. A41.
· Maintenance logs indicate that routine maintenance was carried out on the A41 in February 2023, February 2024, November 2024 and July 2025. 
· Emergency water removal was carried out in December 2024, October 2025 and November 2025. 
· I have raised this several times now with highways.
· DHP funding of £3500 has been allocated for the removal of jammed Gulley lids and the replacement of a weir kerb drain. Additional crews have been made available for this. 
· Work will be completed on the 13th of January. 
· Ad hoc crews have been allocated for this due to the complex nature of the work. 
· Communication will be put out to residents nearer to the time to forewarn them of potential delays. 
· Flooding is a severe concern throughout Staffordshire. County Highways are prioritising locations where properties are experiencing internal flooding, as well as roads which are the only resident access route. 
· Road space needs to be booked, and the necessary permit must be obtained. The process includes consulting emergency services and bus operators. 
· I have a meeting with Cllr Chapman in January where this will be a priority for discussion. 
2. Wrottesley Park Road – Phase 2 
· I’ve been advised that the adoption of roads will only be done once all utilities have been installed and works have been completed. This is to prevent the County being liable for extra costs from damage caused by this. 
· Leeveson and Cobham shouldn’t be used as access roads for construction Traffic. 
3. Flooding/Penk Site visit 
· Thank you to Cllr Allen for taking me around Perton in November. I am pleased to know there is a strong plan in place and should be completed by 2028. 
· I will continue to work with Andrew Brett and the flooding officers at SSDC. 
4. Marking Directions, White lines. 
I’m Working with Cllr Caine to get this investigated. Once he gets back to me, I’ll work with highways. 
5.  Severn Drive 
· Not currently at Intervention levels 
· Road safety not impacted unduly by the state of the road 
· It is on the forward programme
· Similar work has been carried out recently in Himley 
· I’m going to investigate DHP funding in the next financial year. 
For the information of the Parish, I’d add that this month I have met with the housing team at SSDC to go through with them the different criteria and processes for housing allocation. 
I have also sat on the Audit and Standards Committee, as well as continuing to sit on the Planning Committee.
