1. Potholes. Cllr Caine emailed me about the potholes on Hawksmoor. I have heard nothing about these, but I have asked Highways why only 3 out of 4 were filled, and I have asked if a warranty is provided. 
1. Chicane pothole is a priority site and has been flagged as a CAT2. The one further up the Parkway going North has also been raised for action. Both will be a temporary repair. 
1. The fallen wall opposite Leasowe, SSDC has raised action to enforce the owner to clear the debris. SSDC should follow this through, and the costs will not fall on SCC. 
1. I am arranging a meeting to discuss flooding on Heath House Lane and will get an officer down again to show them it's not a safe school route. 
1. River Penk, Will contact SSDC's flooding team for updates in March. 
1. It's a long-shot but I have flagged both the possibility of a 10A bus route to Pattingham and the possibility of a Codsall-Perton route to the officers overseeing a review of bus routes in Staffordshire. 
1. A41, highways contacted again on 09.02, I have said that immediate work to clear the silt and then jet the gulleys needs actioning. Thank you to Cllr Beard for his offer to assist, I have asked Highways about this. 
1. 12-month Structural and DHP budget meeting planned for the next few weeks. Several areas of discussion will be addressed, including double-yellow lines extended on Severn Drive.
