The previously distributed outline budget shows the anticipated cash balance carried forward from 2025/26 with projected income and expenditure for 2026/27.
The outline budget and headings were discussed and Resolved that a total budget of £573,298 be set for 2026/27.

Following agreement on the budget, it was resolved to request a precept of £268,000 for 2026/27.
The agreed Precept requirement is an increase of 4.70%  with the annual charge on a band D property of £74.92, this is an increase of £3.36 per annum.
